In some
cases we have resisted very strong
pressure—not  political, but local
pressure.’”’

Ultimate aim of the commission
was nationalization of radio stations
over the 50-watt community type,
Mr. Charlesworth assured Mr. Gar-
land. It would take years, he warn-
ed. ‘“‘We have no funds under our
own control. We think we should
have. Our income is restricted to
the million-dollar yearly vote. If
we had less. I don’t think we could
survive.” Wire charges were the
greatest single cost of broadcasting
in Canada, he said.

Opposes “Top-Heavy Body”

Mr. Charlesworth opposed an
crease in the size of the present
commission. He considered the
B.B.C. a much overloaded institu-
tion. “Canada would not stand such
a top-heavy body,” he was confi-
dent.

expressed a desire to retain her
baby.

She spoke of a case in point where
a baby had been withdrawn from a
boarding home after a few days and
put in an adoption home hecause the
York county society refused .to pay
the baby's board.

“I asked her whether it swasn't
merely making the girl decide on
adoption,” testified Miss Owen, re-
counting a conversation she had with
the secretary of Col. George D. Little,
superintendent of York County Chil-
dren’s Aid society.

The secretary, she said, explained
it was the society's policy never to
pay for the board of illegitimate
babies.

Wouldn't Take Baby in

A pathetic story of a young un-
married girl seeking shelter for her-
self and her child was told hy A. 8.
Bowers and Charles McDoulton. York
county police constables, They re-
lated that the girl came to the police
station and asked if they could take
the little baby as the mother would
not allow the child into the house.

Constable McDoulton said he ac-
companied the girl and her child to
the parental home but the mother
was firm: “Mary can come in bhut I
won’t Jet that baby in the house.”

“What kind of a night was it?"”
queried K. V. Stratton, commission
counsel. “IJt was a dark and cloudy
night with wet snow.”

Replying to Judge Parker’s ques-
tion, the constable said the parental
home seemed fairiy comfortable.

The constable told J. D. Lucas,
counsel for Col. Little. that there
were no facilities in York county for
taking care of children of unmarried
mothers.

McDoultpon explained that since the
girl's mother absolutely refused to
allow the baby in the house it was
placed temporarily in a boarding
home,

The girl in the case took the stand
and testified that on Feb. 6, 1934, she
had appealed for help to Col. Little's
secretary, Mrs. Stone. Col. Little,
who was present at the time, said
there was no place to which he could

send the child.
She was referred to the Salvation
Army and the . Toronto Infants’

Home, but both said they could do

nothing for her, the girl testified.
After appealing unsuccessfully to

several other persons, she said the

York County Children’s Aijd Society

assured her the baby would be taken

immediately but this was not done.

evidence that the bullet had been
deflected from the spine, but on this
point the medical reports are not in
agreement. The gun firing the bullet,
said the reports, must have been
‘situated roughly in the same plane
as the long axis of the German air-
craft and fired from the right,’ and
the medical officers were agreed that
the entrance and exit wounds were
such that ‘they could not have been
caused by a bullet fired from the
ground. .After a careful examination
of these and of all other reports, the
official decision was that Richthofen
was killed by a bullet from the
machine-gun of Capt. A. R. Brown,”

Not Particularly Interested

“No, I am not particularly inter-
ested now,’” said Capt. A. Roy Brown
to The Star, when the reporter in-
formed . him of this official recog-
nition of which he knew nothing.

“You see, my whole interest to-day
is taken up with my business as di-
rector and sales manager of the Im-
perial Varnish and Color Co. Ltd.,
and with my directorate of General
Airways Ltd.”

The reperter found Capt. Brown in
the offices of the latter concern late
in the evening.

‘‘Besides I could not really fly in
those days. I was never taught to
fly in the army,” he continued. “I
knew how to take off from the ground
and get down again and I could throw
a machine around in the sky. That
was all, the rest I picked up in the
school of experience.

*‘Our pilots might not have flown
=0 well from a war standpoint if
they had had a lot of flying knowl-
edge,”” he continued. “‘The factors I
believe that made most for success
were a quality of what might be de-
scribed as foolhardy recklessness and
the ability to make instant decisions.”

Since the pilot’s guns are fixed and
shoot through the blades of the rotat-
ing propeller; Captain Brown explain-
ed that success in air combat de-
pended almost entirely on the ability
of a pilot in bringing the nose of the
aeroplane into such a position that
the fire of the guns would be effec-
tive on the enemy machine.

Doubis Fliers’ War Effcctiveness

Readily acknowledging that com-
mercial aviation had made tremen-
dous advances in the post-war years,
Captain Brown doubted whether the
great flock of to-day’s commercial
airmen would be particularly effec-
tive should another great war sud-
denly maiterialize.

*The whole training of the com-
mercial pilat is one of caution and
safety first,”” he said, “while a fight-
ing pilot to be successful needs reck-
lessness, rapid action -and decision
and an utter disregard of many of
those qualities that make for suc-
cess in commercial work.

“The machines and their handling
in the two departments of flying dif-
fer totally. The one man cannot do

the other’'s job. Witness, for in-
stance, the results when United
States army pilots endeavored to

carry the air mails. I think there
would be even greater disaster if a
group of commercially trained men
tried to tackle army fliers in a ‘dog
fight’.*"

Richthofen's conqueror is still a
young man. Since the war days he
has married and now is the proud
father of a family of three, two girls,
aged 13 and 12, and a son, Donald.
aged 7, who looks as though he has
inherited a goodly share of the quali-
ties that made his father famous.

“My business is my interest now,”
concluded Captain Brown. “I am
chiefly concerned in making a suc-
cess of it."”

Alfter being batiered about Canada,
making ‘€nds meet the best way he
could for more than five years, Dave
Komonen, Finnlsh distance runner,
achieved  the pinnacle of -marathon
desire yesterday when he ran the
gruelling 26-mile Boston race and
emerged victorious.

Komonen's viciory did not come as
a decided surprise. He was figured
by mary running experts to capture
the event. As - matter of fact he
was split favorite to win along with
Clarence DeMar, veteran U.5. ma-
cadam pounder. : .

Although not a naturalized Can-
adian citizen, Komonen has- applied
for citizenship papers and to use his
own words of & few months ago: 1
love to bring honors to Canada.”
This utterance was made when he
won the -U.S. champlonsip in 1933.

Komonen, 35 years of age on his
fast birthday, bas been in Canada’
sin  1929. And during his five years’
residence in the Dominion things have
not run any too smoothly for him.
Many a day, according to reports,
he was wondering where his. next
meal was coming from. :

When he -landed in Canade from
Finland he went to work as a jumber
jack. That was in 1820. In 1830
the camp closed and he journeyed to
Toroatp. It was at this time he de-
cided he would take up running in
Canada. He had met with consider~
able success as an athlete in Fipland.

He tried his hand in a Toronto 26-
mile jaunt but found he .couldn’t
stand the ‘‘gaff.” Undaunted, how-
ever, he entered several other meets
and met with a little more success.
He joined the Monarch Athletic club
of Toronto and they took him to
Boston for his first start in major
company.

He along with several other Toronto
marathoners, including Percy Wyer,
journeyed to Boston in a battered old
auto. Wyer had been in the Boston
event before; it was something new
for Komonen, but he came through
and surprised the critics by pounding
down in seventh place. This was the
first time Komonen had distinguished
himself as & runner.

Not altogether satisfied with his
accomplishment he returned to To-
ronto and three weeks later he car-
ried off major honors ir the London
marathon. Spurred on by this suc-
cess he entered the Canadian mara-
thon champlonship and won it. Re-
cognizing his ability the Monarchs
took him to Port Chester, N.Y., and
he beat the best runner; in America.

Bad Luck ¥ollows

His string of successes, coming as
they did so close to Olympic time
awakened lost knowledge of him in
Finland. They sent for him, asked
him to run for Finland at the
Olympics but a series of misfortunes
